FROM OUR TRADITION

Occasionally, someone raises a surprised
complaint that while Christmas arrives on

Santa’s sleigh at the Macy’s parade on Thanksgiv-
ing Day, the Church doesn’t catch on too fast.
They may even say that Advent is a new-fangled
idea. Not so. To trace its beginnings, we have to
go back to the fourth or fifth century in France
(then Gaul), when Epiphany was the favored day,
next to Easter, for baptism. The old pagan
structures of Rome were collapsing then,
and many people sought to be baptized. Since
adults always prepared for baptism by fasting,
folks counted back a few weeks for a kind of
retreat. Before too long, bishops were advising
everyone to attend church frequently beginning
on December 17. Soon, artists were imagining
ways of expressing the Advent mystery,
and in Italy this gave rise to beautiful mosaics of
empty thrones awaiting the arrival of the Lord of
all creation.

Advent as we know it develops on two separate
tracks: the first having to do with our spiritual
preparation for celebrating the Christmas feast,
and the second having to do with the way this is
organized and expressed in the liturgical readings

and prayers every day of the season.

Dear friends,

Today we are entering the Holy Season of Advent, it is a special
time given to us in order to reflect upon our lives and first and
foremost prepare ourselves for the coming of our Lord.
The word Advent comes from the Latin advenio, "to come to,"
and refers to the coming of Christ. This refers, first of all, to our
celebration of Christ's birth at Christmas; but second,
to the coming of Christ in our lives through grace and the
Sacrament of Holy Communion; and finally, to His second coming
at the end of time.

In order to prepare well for this wonderful feast,
namely Christmas we need to look at the long tradition of our
Church. Since the very beginning the Church has been stressing
the penitential and preparatory nature of Advent. The priests and
deacons are wearing purple vestments and Gloria during that
time is omitted. The most recognizable element of
the Advent season that is visible in the Church is the Advent
wreath; a custom which originated among German Lutherans but
was soon adopted by Catholics. Consisting of four candles
(three purple and one pink) arranged in a circle with evergreen
boughs, the Advent wreath corresponds to the four Sundays of
Advent. The purple candles represent the penitential nature of the
season, while the pink candle calls to mind the respite of
Gaudete Sunday.

Taking for consideration all our family customs and the Church’s
tradition I am asking all of us to take that time very seriously
and open our hearts for the Holy Spirit who will guide our parish
and the local Church for that glorious celebration of God becoming
a man. At the beginning of the Holy season of Advent let us bear in
mind what the Evangelist John said,

“In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.”

May this season of Advent will be filled with love and peace.

THE HOUR OF GRACE—DECEMBER 8TH

During the period of November 24 1946 to December 8,
1947, the Blessed Mother appeared to Sister Pierina in a
little church in Montichiari, Italy, eleven times.

On the first appearance the Blessed Mother told Sister
Pierina She wanted to be known as the Mystical Rose and
that an hour of grace should be kept at noon, December 8th,
in all the Catholic Churches of the world. The Blessed
Mother wanted this to be known through all Italy,
and the entire world.

The Blessed Mother spoke these words:

"My Son is so greatly offended by the sins of impurity.
He is already planning to send the deluge upon the
people, for their destruction, but I have asked Him to
show mercy, and not send the destruction. So that is
why I have appeared, to ask for penance and atonement
for the sins of impurity.”

Request of Our Heavenly Mother
for the Hour of Grace:

1. To be started from 12 noon until 1 p.m. (full hour)
(one full hour of prayer);

2. During this hour the person making the Hour of Grace
either at home or in a church

3. Begin the Hour of Grace by praying three times the
51st Psalm with outstretched arms (p.70 in the Hymnal)

4. The rest of the Hour of Grace may be spent in silent
communication with God, adoring the Sacred Host,
meditating upon the Passion of Jesus, saying the
Holy Rosary, praising God in you own way or by using
favourite prayers, singing hymns, etc.

Spotykaja sie bowiem na
niej dwa odmienne $wiaty: Bozy 1 ksiecia ciemno$ci.
Spotkanie z nimi wymaga wielkiej czujno$ci. Stad
Chrystusowe wezwanie: ,,Czuwajcie!”.

Laska dziata zawsze zaskakujaco. To interwencja Bo-
ga, ktérej formy nigdy nie mozna przewidzieé. Raz
przychodzi w drugim czltowieku, innym razem ukryta
jest w slowie pisanym; trafia w nasze serca przez
wydarzenia 1 natchnieniem oéwieca umysty; pojawia
sie w blaskach wschodzacego storica i spada razem
z btyskiem piorunu. Trzeba byé ustawicznie nastawio-
nym na odbiér Bozych znakéw i stuchanie Jego tajem-
nicze] mowy. Jak radiotelegrafista nie moze zasnagd,
lecz musi uwaza¢ na kazdy sygnat dochodzacy
z aparatow nadawczych, tak cztowiek wedrujacy ewan-
geliczna, droga musi byé otwarty na odbiér kazdego
znaku pochodzacego od Boga.

Ewangeliczna droga to wielka i1 pasjonujaca przygoda,
to spotkanie z zywym Bogiem. Niewielu katolikéw od-
krywa jej piekno i czar. SprowadziliSmy religie do
kilku praktyk religijnych, co w rezultacie staje sie
balastem przystaniajacym Boga. Czas odmawiania pac-
ierza 1 pobytu w koéciele staje sie¢ niewygodnym
obowigzkiem, a nie przygoda pelna napiecia, zycia,
niespodzianki. Jest to owoc zlekcewazenia wezwania
Chrystusa: ,,Czuwajcie!”. Do épiacych, roztargnionych,
leniwych glos Boga nie dotrze. Oni spotkania z Nim nie
przezyja.

Ewangeliczne czuwanie nie jest jednak wylacznie
wyczekiwaniem na interwencje Boga.

Na Chrystusowej drodze czlowiek moze zostaé zaa-
takowany przez zlo. Dysponuje ono nie tylko ogromna,
wprost przerazajaca sita, ale réwniez niezwykle wyrafi-
nowanymi metodami. Trzeba wielkiej bystrosci
umystu, by rozpoznaé¢ wszystkie jego przynety, na
ktére chce zwabi¢ czlowieka 1 sprowadzié go
z ewangeliczne) drogi, oraz duzo roztropnoéci, by nie
wpasé w zastawione przez nie sidla. Jeden moment
nieuwagl moze sie skonczyé tragicznie. Swiadczy
0 tym dramat apostoléow z Getsemani, ktérzy
zlekcewazyli wezwanie Mistrza 1 zamiast czuwac, pos-
neli. Uderzenie przyszlo wtedy, gdy byli zupelnie nie
przygotowani. W jednym momencie ponieéli kleske.
Adwent jest czasem czuwania. Chodzi o gotowoéé
podjecia intensywne] wspélpracy =z taska Boza
1 odparcia kazdego ataku zta.
