FROM OUR TRADITION

Many Catholics who are not active in
the Church will sfill seek out ashes this
Wednesday. Likewise, many Jews who are not
otherwise observant will follow the Day of
Atonement, Yom Kippur, with great exactness,
fasting and refraining from work and
entertainment. People customarily dress in
white as a symbol of purity and a reminder of
God's promise that our sins will be made white
as snow. While the overture to Ash Wednesday
for Christians may be a festive Mardi Gras
celebration, for Jews it is the New Year feast of
Rosh Hashanah. Ten days before the Day of
Atonement to God, people are expected fo
repair breaks in human life. These are days for
offering forgiveness and seeking to repair
harmed relationships with family, friends, or
coworkers. Everyone is expected to seek out
someone and “clear the aqir” by asking for
understanding for any mean words or
thoughtless deeds in the past year.

Perhaps the ashes you receive will be invested
with deeper meaning if you follow a similar
plan. This year, Rosh Hashanah will be
September 29, and Yom Kippur October 8.
A conversation with some Jewish friends
or neighbors about their experience of a season

of repentance may be a blessing on your Lent.

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THE INSIDE

SHOWS

In this third Sunday of our reading from
the Sermon on the Plain, Jesus speaks of the
inner soul and ifs outer expression. He uses
images as he teaches. He addresses all of us.
Jesus sees a plumb line connecting the soul with
the soul's expression-words and actions. He uses
exaggeration to drive home his point. We are
urged to clear out the debris that blinds us.
He knows that we have an uncanny ability to
be blind to our own weaknesses, though they
be as big as a board. He knows, too,
how wilingly we seem to ferret out others'
smallest speck-like flaws.

And fthis, too, is for our general consumption;
solid old goodness and solid old badness will
show eventually. The old Latin saying, which
echoes Jesus’ images, is frue: * What is bred in
the bone will out in the flesh.” By and by,
the inside will show through.

Tego rodzaju kontrola — to trud,
ktéry nie pozostaje daremny w Panu.

Serce w jezyku
biblinym, jok zresztig w ogdle u pisarzy starozytnych, to
synonim tego, co najgtelbsze w osobowosci: sercem wiec
mysli, ocenia i planuje cztowiek w Bl

Czytamy dz§ samo zckohczenie dtugiego wywodu
Apostota Pawta o powszechnym zmartwychwstaniu ciat
podczas paruzi Chrystusa, wywodu  kontynuowanego
odcinkami od 5. niedzieli roku C. Prawdy tej z mocqg bronit
Apostot jako Scisle powigzanej z Odkupieniem, ktdre musi
by¢ petne, obejmujgc catego cztowieka, nie tylko jego
dusze. Na tym dopiero tle mozna zrozumied triumfalny ton
dzi§ czytanego finatu o naszym ostatecznym zwyciestwie,
ktdre zawdzeczac bedzemy Chrystusowi. Po tych
hymnicznych akordach Apostot wysnuwa z nich praktyczny
wniosek duszpasterski. Motywacja eschatologiczna, ktérej
prawie nie byto w Starym Testamencie, wystepuje na
pierwszy plan w listach apostotéw  jako
Znamienne novum wiekszosci ich pouczeh moralnych. Tu
wniosek ma forme zachety do ofiamej gorliwosci w pracy
nad sobq. Dzietem Panskimtutaj jest to, co Pan nakazat,
a frud w Panu méwi o potrzebie prawdziwego wspieranego
taskg wysitku, ktéry bedze z pewnoscig nagrodzony.
W Bwangeli mamy jakby krétki katechizn moralny, dalszy
ciag pouczen poprzedniej niedzieli roku C. Jezus w trzech
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kolejnych sentencjach, réwnolegtych do
Mt (umieszczonych jednak w kiku réznych miegjscach),
najpierw pietnuje wadliwe postawy moralne, a potem
poddje jeden ze sprawdziandw w rozeznawaniu ich
wartodci. Jakkolwiek te przestrogi wowczas demaskowaty

3. Hosto niedzeli wyzej podane streszcza gtdwng jej mysl
teologiczng. Kontrola korzystania z daru mowy, réznigcego
nas od zwierzgt, jest rownie frudna, jok i optacalina juz fu w
doczesnosci, dle zwtaszcza w roziiczeniu ostatecznym na
sgdzie Bozym. Trudnos¢ takiej samokontroli bierze poczgtek z
pychy, ktéra rosci sobie pretensie do wartosciowania
moralnego biliznich. Owtadnieci tym rodzajem pychy tatwo
popadajg w tragikomiczng sytuacie Slepych przewodnikdw
innych  Slepcdw. Natomiast doczesnym  skutkiem
samokontroli naszych sgddw, okreSlanej w  fradycyjnej
ascetyce mianem custodia oris, jest pozytywna ocena
naszych wypowiedzi przez otoczenie. Samokontrola nie
polega na samym tylko powscigganiu tatwych ocen,
lecz na tym, by napetniac gtebie serca nowq postawg
wobec bliznich - Chrystusowq  wyrozumiatosciq i
mitosierdziem. Ta postawa zaowocuje w sgdach i w
czynach, dokonanych w Panu, jedynym naszym
ostatecznym Nauczycielu, ktéry kiedys bedzie nas sqdzit.

4. Homilia idgc za myslg punktu 3 moze szerzej omdwic na
szeregu przyktaddw zasade szukania praktycznej granicy
miedzy dwoma rodzajami sgddw. Jedne z nich sq jeszcze
dopuszczalne, niekiedy konieczne, inne zas potepia Pan:
Nie sqdicie, a nie bedzdecie sqdzeni. Te ostatnie,
juz grzeszne, grozq nadfo odzwajemnieniem nie ludzkim,
lecz sgdem eschatologicznym, bo taki jest sens tego zdania
(passivum  theologicum). Ofrzymawszy od Boga rozum
i objawione zasady moralne ma cztowiek prawo i
obowigzek ocenia¢ fakty wraz z ich odchyleniem od norm
moralinych. Bedqg fo sqdy w rodzaju: ,,Jak a tak nie powinno
sie postepowad”. Natomiast czeste oceny juz cztowieka w
rodzaju: ,,To skonczony fotrl"” siegajg tam, gdzie wyrok nalezy
tyko do Wszechwiedzgcego Sedziego.
